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Conceptualization:
1) What are you currently doing when you write?
2) What is your long-term research agenda?  What do you want to be known for?

Pre-Writing for Dissertation / Publication
1) Determine your topic.
2) Choose a theory (can happen later as well).
3) Determine your audience / destination / goal (may happen earlier)
4) Determine authorship
5) Outline your paper
6) Abstract your articles
a. By sections of the paper
b. Later may want to make new .doc files per topic areas

Post-Writing for Dissertation / Publication
1) Ask others to read your writing and give you feedback.
2) Give yourself 24 hours between the “final draft” and submission to reread your work.
3) Consider hiring a proof-reader / editor for your work.

Writing Habits
1) Write clearly
a. Strunk and White
b. APA Stylebook
2) Write concisely
a. "I am sorry I have had to write you such a long letter, but I did not have time to write you a short one"-- Blaise Pascal
3) Write constantly
4) Publish and Flourish: Tara Gray
a. Differentiate between urgent and important
b. Write daily (at least 15 minutes); from the 1st day of the project
c. Form teams for accountability (share your writing time logs)
d. Post your thesis on the wall (keeps you focused)
e. Organize around key sentences (see abstracting)
f. Use these key sentences (after the fact outlining)
g. Share early drafts; seek feedback
h. Learn to listen to your reader (e.g., professors and reviewers)
i. Respond to specific criticisms
j. Read your writing out loud.
k. [bookmark: _GoBack]Kick it out the door and make them say, “No.”
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
